This article will walk you thru the installation of SQL Server 2008 Express Advanced Edition.

Step 1: Download SQL Server 200 8 Express Edition

Step 2: Identify system requirements

Step 3: Install database software prerequisites

There are a number of software prerequisites for SQL Server 2008 Express Edition. Before you can install the
database software, you need to take the necessary steps to get these items installed.

Install the following items in order.
.NET Framework 3.5 SP1

Step 4: Create a SQL Server service account

From a security perspective, it's best to run SQL Server as a hormal everyday user. When possible, don't use the
built-in service accounts on your SQL Server as this practice does not limit your server's attack surface as much as
using an unprivileged user account.
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If you are installing on XP Pro or higher, or Server 2003 or higher, create a domain account named
"SQLExpressUser" for this purpose. If you're joined to a domain -- which you should be -- use Active Directory
Users and Computers. If you're just testing locally, use Computer Management to add the account. Make sure to
also assign a strong password to the account.

Configure this user account so that the password does not expire. In addition, anyone logging in as this user -- no

one should be doing that though -- will not be able to change the password.
Step 5: Install SQL Server 200 8 Express Edition

Double-click the file SQLEXPRADV_x86_ENU.EXE to start the product installation. The contents of the file are
extracted and the installation begins.
